
94Fifty Basketball Training Program Discount for MYBA Players

I would like to once again let you in on a great basketball training program that has partnered with the MYBA.  94Fifty is located upstairs at Mass Premier Courts and offers individual, multiple player, and team training programs.  The program offers training in ballhandling, shooting techniques, and on court decision making, to name a few.  I wouldn't recommend this program if I didn't experience it for myself.  Both my sons have been in the program and I've seen their improvement.  The program is not just for youth players either as my oldest trained with them all summer prior to his varsity season.  It just simply works as long as your child wants to put the time and effort into getting better.  I have also heard others rave about the training they provide.

 

Mike Crowley founded the program and Tim Forbes heads up 94Fifty at Mass Premier.  Tim played at Bentley College where he was an All-American.  He went on to play professionally oversees in Europe.  His basketball knowledge and sense for the game aids in the exceptional nature of this program.  The package that 94Fifty is offering is a 5 session package.  Each session runs 50-55 minutes.  The price for the typical 5 session training package is $225 (or $45/session).  However, through our partnership, 94Fifty will discount MYBA players $10/session or $50 overall.  The more players involved in a session, the more of a discount MYBA players receive.  Therefore, if you can get a friend to do it with your child or a couple friends, or even a team, the discounts keep coming.  Please read the great deals they have for us below:

· individual:  $35 per session for 5 sessions so you save $50 overall.  (see below in bold green for explanation of what the “individual” package is all about) 

· 2-3 players:  $30 per session per player so you save $75/player.  

· 4-5 players:  $25 per session per player so you save $100/player.  

· Team plan (6+ players):  $20 per session per player so you save $125/player.

I want to clarify the special discounts offered to MYBA players for the 94fifty training program so that we are all on the same page.  The discounts only relate to MYBA players.  94Fifty's program is such that there may be up to 3 individual players per session.  That means if you sign your child up on his own as the only MYBA player, you will pay $35/session and recieve that $50 discount.  However, your child may be in a session on his own or with up to two other non-MYBA players during that same session.  

 

However, if your child and a friend from the MYBA join, or multiple MYBA friends join, they will be all together and you will receive even greater discounts as listed below in my previous email.  It actually can be a better workout when you have a couple players working out together because they work with each other.  Whether they be MYBA friends or other players.

 

There is nothing hidden in the individual discount.  It is how it has always been with the 94Fifty program, just a $50 discount added for MYBA players, which is a good thing.  The other discounts with multiple players are designed to save you even more money and have your child workout with their friends instead of players from different towns.  It's your choice.
