Mansfield Youth Basketball Association (MYBA) Coaches’ Code of Conduct
1) I will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youths, not adults.
2) I will learn the rules of the game and the policies of the MYBA.

3) I will be a positive role model for my team and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other event.

4) I will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as yelling, throwing down clipboards, running up the score against an opponent, etc. 

5) I will not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the players’ health and well being.
6) I will teach my team, through my own behavior, to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts in a sportsmanlike manner. 

7) I will demand that my team members treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect.
8) I will teach my team that doing one’s best is more important than winning, so that my players will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.

9) I will praise my team for competing fairly and trying hard, and make my players feel like winners.
10) I will never ridicule or yell at my team or other participants for making a mistake or losing.
11) I will emphasize skill development over winning. 

12) I will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire.
13) I will respect the officials and their authority during games and although I may ask clarifying questions, I will never demand changes to decisions made on the court. I will not confront coaches at the game and will take time to speak with other coaches at another agreed upon time and place.

14) I will demand a sports environment for team that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will refrain from their use at all MYBA activities and events.

15) I will allot playing time as evenly as possible, across ALL players and ensure that ALL players are given an opportunity to play a variety of positions throughout the year, regardless of their ability.

16) I will adhere to the MYBA Zero-Tolerance policy when it comes to their student Officials.  Players, coaches and parents are NOT to make any negative comments to the student officials either before, during or after a game.  As coaches and parents we are all required and/or expected to police this policy. Any problems must be reported to the MYBA Referee Coordinator, appropriate MYBA Grade Coordinator and the MYBA Board for quick resolution.  Disciplinary action may be required in some cases after review.
